THE CHRISTMAS ROAD INTO  

THE EPIPHANY AND BEYOND . . .  
 
The Advent Road to Christmas I suggested was like a country dirt road with horse and buggy 

for transportation to allow us an intentional pace to slow us down to welcome Christmas.  

Christmas arrives and brings a different type of road.  Christmas is greeted with beautifully 

decorated churches with festive liturgies, presents are opened around the tree followed by a 

delicious meal, and children and adults are busy enjoying their gifts. Then comes the day 

after and days after.  In the liturgical calendar the week of Christmas has St. Stephen, Deacon 

and Martyr; St. John the Evangelist; and Holy Innocents. Stephen is depicted as the first 

Christian martyr who was stoned.   St. John bears witness to Jesus as the fourth gospel writer 

and the Book of Revelation.  Holy Innocents  tells of King Herodôs rage of having all the 

male children who were two years old or under killed because he feared the Child of Bethle-

hem. In addition there is the story of an angel telling Joseph to take Mary and Jesus into 

Egypt until things settle down following Herodôs death; and the giving of the Holy Name to 

Jesus at the time of his circumcision, which occurs on January 1.  Finally on January 6 we 

celebrate The Epiphany ï the arriving of the Wise Men to pay homage to the Child. 

 

Needless to say the Christmas Road into The Epiphany is a rocky one, filled with moments of 

joy and moments of deep sorrow.  Gifts are offered to the Child, young children are slaugh-

tered because of the Child, and a person bearing witness to the grown Child is stoned.   I re-

member giving communion to a retired rector of Christ Church, Reading, PA on Holy Inno-

cents day and how he wept at the reading of the gospel.  While the beauty of the Lukeôs 

Christmas gospel moves us with great warmth and hope, St. Johnôs Christmas gospel reminds 

us that not everyone will receive the birth of Jesus as good news. 

 

The Sunday following The Epiphany commemorates the Baptism of Jesus.  Here Jesus takes 

on his ministry as the servant of God and embarks on a rocky road with twists and turns, mo-

ments of delight and moments of deep sorrow, with signs of hope and signs of destruction.  

Yet Jesus journeys on with his final destination of Jerusalem, the center and heart of Israelôs 

faith.  Here he demonstrates the love of the servant for his people, taking him to the cross but 

then being raised up in glory by the Father. 

 

Our journey as baptized persons does not relieve us of the Advent Road, the Christmas Road, 

and the Epiphany Road.  When our family crossed the country we traveled different roads 

with different conditions.  But we remained steadfast to reach our destination.  Life is no dif-

ferent and our three roads give us pause for reality checks as we pursue bringing the King-

dom of God near.  What remains true and can be trusted is that we never travel alone.  God is 

Emmanuel: God-With-Us.  May this New Year of 2010 be one of steadfast faith as a people, 

nation, and world as we seek to bear witness to the Prince of Peace.

   The Annual Meeting of Shepherd of the Hills will take place on 

Sunday, January 31, 2010 following ONE SERVICE at 9:30 am.  

No Saturday service. 

   The agenda will include ministry and other reports, the election 

of three vestry members for three-year terms, and trustees of the 

Memorial Fund.  Verbal reports will be given by our delegates to 

the diocesan convention. 

   Written reports of all the ministries need to be in the parish 

office by January 11.  These, along with financial statements for 

the year 2009 and the budget for 2010, will be handed out. 

 

Vestry Elections 
 

   At the Annual Meeting on Sunday, January 31, there will be 

three(3) Vestry positions that need to be elected. The Vestry is 

composed of nine elected SOTH members plus the Priest in 

Charge. Each Vestry position has a three (3) year term. As you 

may know, our Bishop, John Howe "froze" the SOTH Vestry in 

2007/2008 when the Vestry entered into extended negotiations 

with Citrus County on a settlement related to the expansion of CR 

486. The Bishop again "froze" the SOTH Vestry in 2008/2009 

when the  Vestry appointed a Search Committee and moved for-

ward with a search for a full time priest. Now that both of the 

those issues have been resolved successfully, the Vestry needs to 

fill three vacancies. The outgoing Vestry members who have 

served a full term are Margie Johnson and Howard Papke. The 

third position had been filled by the appointment of Allen Harlow 

after an elected Vestry person resigned. 

   It is the traditional custom at SOTH to have the elected outgo-

ing Vestry members serve as a Nominating Committee to suggest 

nominees for filling the vacant positions. Margie Johnson, How-

ard Papke, and Lee Cable served as members of the Nominating 

Committee and have recommended the following members to fill 

the three year Vestry positions that will run from 2010 to 

2013:  John Bourdeaux, Linda Papke, and Allen Harlow.  (Allen 

can stand for election to a three year term because he was ap-

pointed to fill a resigned term). Of course the use of a Nominat-

ing Committee is only a matter of tradition and convenience, 

other nominations for the Vestry positions can be made from the 

floor during the Annual Meeting on January 31st.  However, they 

must have permission from the person seeking the nomination 

and have a bio of that person on hand to pass out.

The members of this Search Committee were a 

true cross-section of SOTH.  Each member dedicated over a 

year and half of their time to this process.  Many times the 

work was intense and not always were we in total agreement, 

but respectfully and prayerfully everything was worked 

through. The goal was never a personal one, but one of ful-

filling the expressed goals, objectives and wishes of the total 

parish.  This experience was one of learning and yet a greatly 

rewarding task.
